Squeeze in a Read on 25th February

Ireland Reads is back 
for the third year 
running, with librar-
ies all over Kilkenny 

(and Ireland!) campaign-
ing to get the whole coun-
try reading this month in 
the lead up to a national 
day of reading on Satur-
day, February 25th. We 
are encouraging every-
one to celebrate reading 
and all the benefi ts it can 
have for wellbeing and 
enjoyment. You can get 
involved by pledging to 
‘squeeze in a read’ on Ire-
land Reads Day.

The pledge to read can be made 
at www.irelandreads.ie where you 
can also see how much time has 
been pledged by the Irish public 
so far and you can sign up for read-
ing reminders. The website has a 
recommendations section, with 
more than 1500 recommenda-
tions for all interests and reading 
levels, selected by from librarians 
from all around the country. You 
can get recommendations based 
on your interests, authors you like, 
and the time you have available to 
read. You can simply enter their 
favourite type of book and how 
long they would like to read each 
day and the website will off er the 
perfect book suggestion and work 
out how long it will take to com-
plete – so you can set yourself a 
challenge if you’re fi nding it hard 
to get back to reading, there will 

be something there for you!
The next step is to stock up on 

your reading material – You can 
borrow books free from your local 
library, or use our online services 
to download eBooks, eAudio-
books, eMagazines and eNews-
papers. If is not just bound to 
physical books, make the pledge 
and read whatever you would like 
for the time pledged!

eBooks and eAudiobooks
BorrowBox is so easy to use. 

All you have to do to register is 
choose your library from the 
menu, enter your library card 
number as the ID/Barcode, and 
your PIN as the password.

That's it, you're signed in and 
ready to browse and read! Or if 
you’re too busy to sit down and 
read why not pop in your head-
phones and try an audiobook.

For Ireland Reads there are ded-
icated tabs full of new, in-demand, 
and recommended titles. Whether 
you Squeeze in a Read or Squeeze 
in a Listen, the choice is there for 
you. Sign up, sign in, and take a 
voyage with your next read.

eMagazines and eComics
Libby is our eMagazine provid-

er–you can borrow free eMaga-
zines from your library. All you 
need is a library card! With 1000s 
of great titles and back issues ga-
lore, why not try Libby and get 
magazines straight to your device. 
There are childrens titles as well as 
adult titles. Lifestyle magazines, 
gossip mags, National Geographic, 

DIY, the world is your oyster. Sign 
up, sign in, and never be bored 
with Libby! Install the Libby app 
from your device's app store or 
visit libbyapp.com to get started. 
Follow the prompts to fi nd Kilken-
ny Libraries and sign in with your 
library card.

If you are interested in graphic 
novels, comics, and manga we also 
have Comics Plus. This service 
off ers you all your graphic needs. 
This service also includes unlimit-
ed, simultaneous downloads. No 
reserving, waitlists, or monthly 
borrowing limits. If you see it, you 
can download immediately.

When signing up, choose 
Kilkenny County Council Library 
Service IE- Children's Library for 
children/young adults up to the 
age of 15. For 15+ and Adults, 
choose Kilkenny County Council 
Library Service IE- Full Library.

eNewspapers

Sometimes reading the news-
paper is as good as delving into a 
book. PressReader is our online 
newspaper service. There are 
3,281 newspapers in a variety of 
languages, and 4082 magazines 
free to read online.

So, if you you’re having a duvet 
day, or the weather is not the best, 
there is no need to miss out on a 
daily paper, just download it free 
with your library card!

To access this, go to pressread-
er.com, or download the app. 
Click on 'sign-in' and then 'Library 
and Group'. Search for Kilkenny 
library services and login with 
your library card number (digits 
only, no KIL before it).
